DEP DOUBLING FUNDS TO $3 MILLION FOR HYBRID  
ELECTRIC REBATE PROGRAM FUELS SUCCESS  

Legislature Currently Considering Measure to Reverse Vehicle  
Standards that Clean Air, Improve Fuel Efficiency  

LOWER MERION TOWNSHIP, Montgomery County -- Pennsylvania already 
has awarded more than a quarter of the $500 rebates available this fiscal 
year under a first-come, first-serve program for state residents who purchase 
new hybrid electric vehicles, Environmental Protection Secretary Kathleen A. 
McGinty announced today. “More and more Pennsylvanians are making a 
difference by demanding cleaner cars that get better gas mileage,”  
McGinty said.  Governor Edward G. Rendell is working to promote increased  
efficiency and fuel conservation to improve air quality 
and help break America’s dependence on imported oil, 
many legislators are taking the opposite approach. That 
is one of the reasons that Governor Rendell doubled the 
amount of funding for Pennsylvania’s Hybrid Electric Ve-
hicle Rebate Program, from $1.5 million to $3 million, this 
fiscal year. The expanded program, which opened at the 
end of July and runs through next year, will provide re-
bates to 6,000 car buyers.
